Significant Number of California Communities to Participate in Two-Day Energy Forum 

The California Energy Commission (CEC) and U.S. Department of Energy’s (DOE) Rebuild America program, a national network of partnerships committed to improving communities through energy efficiency, have invited California communities from the San Francisco Bay area to the tip of the Southern region to participate in the first grassroots Energy Forum.  This event will highlight current efforts, build creative solutions and develop long-term strategies for local energy shortages.  

The Rebuild America program is working closely with California regions to build a sustainable community intended to grow beyond the two-day Forum by developing future partnerships through resource contacts made during the event.  The centerpiece of the Forum will be “Community Challenges.”  Regional teams will be exposed to real-world, hands-on experiences that will help them develop creative energy solutions that can be used in their own communities. Participants will be able to identify actions that can be taken to reduce electrical load on the grid and develop effective “ready to go” energy efficiency and renewable energy projects.
