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DOE’S REBUILD AMERICA PROGRAM HOSTS SECOND GEOTHERMAL WORKSHOP

Boston Regional Office to Present Latest Energy-Efficiency Measures for Schools
CONCORD, N.H., April 4, 2002 – The U.S. Department of Energy’s Rebuild America program, a national network of 440 partnerships committed to improving communities through energy efficiency, today announced that it will host the second in a series of one-day Geothermal Heating and Cooling Technology Workshops.  The workshop, presented by the Boston Regional Office, New Hampshire Governor’s Office of Energy and Community Services, and Northeast Energy Efficiency Partnership, will address the latest geothermal systems for schools, highlighting energy-efficiency measures specific to the needs of Northeastern school buildings.   

“It is important that our community professionals and decision-makers recognize that the regional needs of our schools are not the same as the needs of schools in other parts of the country,” said Lynn Stiles, with Stockton College.  “A workshop specifically focusing on school buildings in our area is a great opportunity to learn how to cut costs and improve efficiency since school energy bills tend to be the second largest manageable expense after salaries.”  

The sessions, scheduled throughout the day, focus on site considerations, types of systems, state regulations, costs and financing options, and case studies of school installations.  The sessions will bring building professionals – school building committee members, facilities managers and design teams, and others – together with groups considering new school and other building design and construction projects in their communities.
