Philadelphia’s Row House Residents Positioned to Save up to 35 Percent in Energy Savings

As urban row homeowners brace themselves for wilting summer heat just ahead, The Philadelphia Cooling Workshop offers timely energy-saving solutions for more affordable and healthier homes.  With brick construction dating back to the early 1900’s, Philadelphia’s row homes can trap heat and humidity, creating an uncomfortable “urban heat island” effect that is an energy drain as well as a significant health threat for many residents.  

U.S. Department of Energy’s Rebuild America program offers homeowners solutions and local contractors resources to serve this market.  Rebuild America, a national network of partnerships that improve communities through energy efficiency, will sponsor a two-day workshop on April 30 and May 1.  Sessions focus on electricity and cooling technologies offering no-cost and low-cost energy solutions in combination with more comprehensive energy efficiency improvements.   To show that homeowners can implement these solutions, Fannie Mae’s National Community Lender Center and others will showcase loans that use energy savings to help repay financing for improvements.

Rebuild America is working closely with its Philadelphia Regional Office and the City of Philadelphia’s Municipal Energy Office, a Rebuild Partner to produce a nationally replicable strategy to increase energy efficiency in row homes and spur business opportunities for small local contractors.  Daytime sessions feature cost effective improvements and financing. On-site exhibits showcase products and services.  Evening sessions offer roundtables to prompt homeowners, contractors, energy practitioners, and lenders to invest in energy efficiency.
